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Memorandum of Understanding for Co-Advisor Assignment in Chemistry Ph.D. Program
Co-Advisor Agreement between advisor 1, advisor 2, and student name.

Basic Procedures:
· The student shall enroll in research credit hours under the direction of advisor 1, advisor 2, both
· Both advisors shall be listed as co-advisors on the student’s transcript or only one (which one)
· The student will have a desk provided for him/her in the lab of advisor 1, advisor 2, both
· The student will have a lab bench provided for him/her in the lab of advisor 1, advisor 2, both
· Advisor 1, advisor 2 will serve as the chair of the candidacy and final or exam committees.

· The student is currently enrolled in the curriculum of the xxx division.  We anticipate that the student will remain in that division, move to the xxx division, file a multidisciplinary track application.
Participation Requirements in Each Group:

· The student will conduct the majority of research in the lab of advisor 1, advisor 2, both (% split)

In the event that a resolution cannot be reached, a third party (colleague, division secretary, VCGS) will be brought into the discussion to mediate the situation and facilitate a resolution.  Should a resolution still be unattainable, the matter will be decided by advisor 1, advisor 2, colleague, DS, VCGS.
Financial Responsibility:
· Financial responsibility for the student will be assumed by advisor 1, advisor 2, both (% of split)
· TA allocation and dGRA support will be attributed to advisor 1, advisor 2, both (% of split)
· In the event that one advisor does not have available TA slots, we are in agreement that one can be drawn from the other co-advisor.
